Aircraft Tach Log Reminder

Recently we have had some discrepancies with recording time in the tach logs for our aircraft,
S0 now is a good time to review the tach log procedures for flying the planes.

In general, when you get in the plane after your walk-around, the first thing you should do|is
write your name and record the tach time (DIRECTLY FROM THE TACHOMETER, not from
previous entry end time) in the start time box.When you return from your flight, ALWAYS
record the ending tach time directly from the tachometer before exiting the plane. Do NOT
estimate the time.

If the start time you recorded, does NOT match the end time please follow the procedure
defined on our regulations page, which can be accessedtigre/www.texinsflyingclub.org/
html/regulations.php

¥ NEVER use the previous entry's end time to determine your start time in the tach log.
Instead, write down the correct tach time directly from the tachometer.

¥ NEVER cross out or overwrite an entry in the tach log, if you make a mistake, you may cross
out your entry and start over on the next line. If there is a discrepancy in the previous entry's
end time and your start time, follow the "NO NAME IN TACH LOG" procedure outlined

above resolve.

¥ NEVER base your total tach time on the estimated time you flew the plane or on the time
you logged in your pilot's logbook. It should be based solely on the reading from the
tachometer.

¥ ALWAYS remember that ultimately, you are responsible for ensuring that the tach times you
write down in the log are correct.You could be responsible for paying the difference if the tach
time is not correct.

When you find an issue with the airplane, no matter how minor or how insignificant you think it might be, please take
moment to let us know about it, by following the squawk procedures listed in the club rules. Even if the item is nothingg more
than a cosmetic issue, PLEASE squawk it. We cannot keep our fleet maintained and looking good to perspective ne
members unless we hear from the people that are flying our planes. As a reminder, when you see a problem, make gnote in
the tach log and squawk the issue on our website. Someone will address the issue in some form or other within 24 Hours.

Matt is very well known in the Sim community and he knows a lot of people so it shouldnOt have been a
surprise when he told me that he had a surprise for me while he was in town. What | didnOt know was that he
was friends with the guy who maintains the Southwest Airlines 737 Simulators. He had arranged for us to
get some time in their simulator, unaccompanied! The only problem was that we couldnOt get in until after
flight operations stopped for the day at 11PM. Since this was a once in a lifetime opportunity, | decided that
my boss would understand if | came in to work late on Monday.

We met at a steakhouse around the corner and headed in together. Earlier in the week, | got an email from
Matt that had a pass, with a bar code on it, | had to print and bring with me. | gave my pass to the security
guard at the gate and made my way to the flight operations building. Once we finally got to the sim, Matt
began by showing us the layout. This is a real 737-800 cockpit except it doesnOt have the rest of the plane to
go with it.

Once we finally got around to doing some flying, Matt set us up a takeoff from Love field. The one thing
about the optics in a simulator is that it is highly accurate. You can find out more about the optics used if you
look on MattOs website and read some of the interviews he has done for other publications. When you try to
look 1000 feet down the runway, you see 1000 feet down the runway. It is amazing. The drawback to this is
it can cause vertigo and will give you a headache. | had to close my eyes several times before | finally got
used to it. One of our instructors told me that when he went into the sim, he couldnOt look at the screen to
taxi because of the vertigo.

Once | was able to look and fly, it was so real that | would have been impressed without the motion turned
on. With the motion added, you could blindfold someone, put them in this sim and OflyO somewhere and the
person would think they actually took the trip.

We started off with some simple pattern work. ItOs not quite the same as flying one of our Cessnas. This
thing weighs between 40 and 50 tons so you donOt fly a OtightO pattern. You really need a lot of room to
maneuver. | took off from Love Field and did a OnormalO landing. Matt was giving me all of the info | needed
to make the approach from airspeed to flap settings. You really need a lot of flaps to put this thing down
safely. From the operatorOs console, you can throw any situation at the flight crew. Matt was kind to us on the
first couple of flights so we could get used to it.

| took a turn and my friend Todd took a turn in the left seat. Matt asked us if we wanted to try something real
scary. | really didnOt know what he was referring to but he took the left seat and loaded up the weather from
the 1985 Delta 191 crash at DFW. You have to remember that before that crash, the term wind shear had
never been used. This is a modern day airliner and it has shear detection but just because it has the
detectors, doesnOt mean that it make it any safer. Wind shear is wind shear. Since Matt has flown this
scenario many times, he was able to fly out of it but | can tell you that because of the full motion this was a
wild experience. With full power and flaps partially retracted, flying with a 12 nose up attitude, we were still
dropping at about 1500 ft/min. | really learned how angry thunderstorms can get. One minute you are
dropping 1500 ft/min and the next you are climbing at 2000 ft/min with nose down attitude.

We later changed to do some more difficult flights such a MVFR from John Wayne Airport in Orange County
California where | had a difficult time finding the runway because of clouds to Matt taking off and having an
engine die right after takeoff. For that one, you have to remember to adjust your rudder trim because of the
asymmetrical thrust.

Finally at about 3:30 AM, we decided that we couldn®t miss the whole next day of work so we had to leave.
Getting the chance to spend over 4 hours in a modern, full motion level D simulator was worth the baggy
eyes all day at work.
